OBJECTIVE: To understand the Indian nationalist movement from small scale local resistance to 

an all India movement. In the years after the Great Uprising of 1857, it traversed from a ‘policy of 
appeasement’ towards the British rulers to a movement of the people. During this period which 

spanned for almost ninety years from 1858 (Queen’s Proclamation) to 1947 (achievement of 
Independence), the participants of the nationalist struggle followed variety of strategies, tactics and 

mode of involving masses of different strata against British rule.   

Seminar proposes to concentrate on discourses on a number of related but lesser known aspects of 

Indian Nationalist Movement, particularly of Bengal and Orissa.
